Art. 1 ï PURPOSE OF THE ANNOUNCEMENT 
For the academic year 2011/2012 ï 27th series ï, the Università degli Studi di Padova announces 
admission competitions (hereafter competitions) for the Doctoral Schools listed in Annex 1, which 
is full part of this call. 
 
For each School/Curriculum a specific chart (Annex 1) specifies the research topics and the 
evaluation criteria as well as: 

 The number of places available (covered or not covered by scholarships) that will assigned 
according to the order of the final pass lists of each School/Curriculum. 

 The number of higher-level apprenticeship contracts potentially available for the winners of 
the selections made by the involved Companies (see art. 9). 
 

Some of the scholarships are linked to a specific reaserch topic specified in the chart (hereafter 
scholarship with mandatory thesis topic). The winners of these scholarships are bound to carry out 
the envisaged research theme and must abide by the conditions of the agreement signed with the 
funding body. The number of available positions with scholarship may be increased due to private 
or public bodies. 
 
The availability of those positions with scholarship that are marked with an asterisk is subject to the 
positive outcome of the agreement between the University and the funding body. 
The number of positions without scholarship cannot exceed the number of positions with 
scholarship. The scholarships funded by external bodies/institutions will be paid out to the holder 
depending on the positive outcome of the agreement between the University and the funding body; 
therefore the payment of the fellowship depends on the actual receiving on the part of the 
University of the predetermined amounts. 
 
Following the admission competitions, the Doctoral School will start if there are at least four 
enrolments. In case there are more curricula within one School, each curriculum will start if there 
are at least three enrollments (decision of the Academic Senate of 9 November 2009). 
 
This is a public notification. Applicants will not receive any further communication at their home 
address.

Art. 2 ï ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS 
Competitions are open to people of all ages and citizenship; applicants must be in possession of 
one of the following qualifications: 
- Diploma di Laurea (vecchio ordinamento); 
- Laurea Specialistica/Magistrale (nuovo ordinamento); 
- An academic qualification issued by a foreign university and recognized as equivalent to the 
aforementioned qualifications by the academic authorities or by interuniversity agreements of 
cooperation and mobility.

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All applicants are provisionally admitted at the seletion procedures. The University can at any time 
exclude applicants lacking eligibility criteria. This measure will be communicated to the party 
concerned by a registered letter with return receipt. 
 

Applicants awaiting the award of the admission qualification  
Those applicants awaiting the award of the admission qualification can also apply provided that 
they certify the possession of the admission qualification by the day of the first exam or the first 
meeting of the evaluating commission both in the case of a selection based only on the evaluation 
of qualifications and in the case of a preselection based on the evaluation of qualifications. 
- In the case of admission exams they will have to submit to the evaluating commission the 
certification or a self-declaration concerning the award of the admission qualification, otherwise 
they will be excluded from the competition. 
-In the case of a selection based only on the evaluation of qualifications and in the case of a 
preselection based on the evaluation of qualifications they must  send by fax to the evaluating 
commission the certification or a self-declaration concerning the award of the admission 
qualification, otherwise they will be excluded from the competition (the fax number is specified in 
the chart of each School/curriculum).

Applicants with a foreign admission qualification 
Those applicants in possession of a foreign qualification that has not been recognized by the 
academic bodies of an Italian University must submit within the deadline date of the announcement 
the following documents to Servizio Formazione alla Ricerca  - Via VIII Febbraio n. 2 ï 35122 
Padova, in order to have the degree recognized as equivalent to the Italian one (this recognition is 
valid only in order to be admitted to the selection): 

  
- copy of the degree certificate with ódichiarazione di valoreô (where available); 
- certified transcripts including grades; 
- other documents/certificates that should be taken into account for the evaluation of the 

degree; 
- translation of the submitted documents in Italian or English (this can be done by the 

applicant) 
According to D.P.R. 445/200 EU citizens can submit self-certifications. 
The submission of the abovementioned documents does not replace the application form for the 
admission to the competition, which must be submitted according to art. 3. 
 
Art. 3 ï APPLICATION PROCEDURE 
Applications for the competition must be filled exclusively through the online procedure available 
at: http://unipd.cineca.it/dottorandi within 10.00 a.m. of the deadline date. 
  
Completed on-line application forms must be printed, signed and sent together with the 
qualifications and documents (where required) to the address specified in the label that will 
be automatically printed together with the application form. 
 
 
Signed application forms must arrive by the deadline date of the announcement, otherwise 
exclusion from competition will result. The address is specified in the label or in the chart of each

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School/curriculum under the section óAddress for the submission of the application form and the 
documentsô.  
The date of the postmark will not be accepted as an evidence of meeting the application 
deadline. 
Applicants wishing to apply for more than one curriculum(even within the same School) must fill in 
as many application forms as the chosen curricula. 
Applicants wishing to apply for scholarships with mandatory thesis topic must select the research 
topic in the application form. 
The choices are definite. 
Applicants in possession of the eligibility criteria specified in art 9 who whish to take part at the 
selections carried out by the Companies offering higher-level apprenticeship contracts (specified in 
the chart of each School/curriculum) must give their consent to the processing and to the 
communication of their personal data to the Companies involved. The University will be therefore 
allowed to communicate these data to the involved Companies that will be able to summon the 
potential canidates for the apprenticeship contracts.  
Applicants must attach to the application form: 
- qualifications and documents in their original form, in certified copies or through self-

certification in case of a selection based on the evaluation or preevaluation of the 
qualifications; 

- a copy of an Identity Document 
If the applicant applies for more than one School/curriculum each application form must be 
accompanied by the qualifications (where required). 
 
120 days after the publication of the final pass lists and for the following 60 days, original degree 
certificates or certified copies will be available for their return by the Department/Institute where 
they have been mailed or delivered; after which they will be disposed of. They can be collected by 
or mailed to the applicant, on his/her request and at his/her expense.  
 
According to Law n. 104/92 and Law n. 17/99 disabled applicants can make a request for particular 
aid or additional time allotments for the completion of the examinations. The request can be made 
by filling in the forms available at http://unipd.cineca.it/interateneo and must be sent by fax 
(049/8275040) or submitted personally to the Servizio Disabilità (via Portello 25/31, 35129 
Padova). 
 
The university administration is not responsible for any lost communication due to inexact 
addresses or missing or late notice of change of address on behalf of the candidate, or for any 
mishaps due to postal, cable or e-mail  problems. 
 
Additional documents can be submitted within the deadline date. Documents submitted after the 
deadline date will not be considered. 
 
Art. 4 ï ADMISSION EXAMS 
The selection procedures and the dates of the admission exams are specified in the chart of each 
School/curriculum. This is an official notice so applicants will not receive any personal 
communication concerning the admission exams 
In order to sit the exams applicants must be present on the date, at the hour and place specified in 
the chart of each School/curriculum and they must show a valid Identity Document (identity card, 
passport, driving licence).

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Written and oral examinations are passed with a score of at least 7/10 points. 
In competitions based on only the evaluation of qualifications only those candidates who have 

obtained a score of at least 7/10 points will be included in the final list. 
 
Where specified (School in Linguistic, filological and literary sciences, School of Social 
sciences: interactions, communication, cultural constructions and School of Territory 
environment, resourses and health) the Evaluating Commission will make a preselection 
based on qualifications. Only those applicants who have obtained an evaluation of at least 7/10 
points will be admitted to the written or oral examination. 
 
The oral exam must be taken in the language/s specified in the section óLanguage/sô. At the oral 
examination the commission will also verify the knowledge of one or more foreign languages 
according to the information given in the chart of each curriculum. 

 
Those applicants who have applied for the scholarships with mandatory thesis topic and have 
passed the exam for the School/Curriculum can take the relative additional examination. The 
passing score for this examination is at least 7/10 points. Only those applicants who have selected 
the relative option in the application form can sit the exam for the scholarships with mandatory 
thesis topic. 
 

In competitions based on only the evaluation of qualifications, the documents submitted for the 
fellowships with mandatory thesis topic will be evaluated only if applicants have applied for 
these scholarships (by specifying it in the application form) and if they have obtaind an 
evaluation of at least 7/10 point for the final general list. The passing score for the scholarship 
with mandatory thesis topic corresponds to at least 7/10 points.

told if there are other scholarships that have been made available after the publication of the 
announcement. 
 
Art. 5 ï EVALUATING COMMISSIONS 
The evaluating commissions will be appointed by the Rector on proposal of the competent bodies 
of the School. 
In any case the commissions are made up of three members and could include at most two 
additional experts, even foreign, chosen among companies or private/public research institutions; 
the appointment of such experts is mandatory when the provisions stated in par. 3 art. 4 of the D. 
M. 224/99 are met. 
 
Art. 6 ï FINAL LISTS AND ADMISSION TO THE COURSES 
Each evaluating commission draws up the final pass list according to the scores of the exams for 
each School/curriculum. A list for each scholarship with mandatory thesis topic will also be drawn 
up by adding the score of the additional examination to the score of the exams for the 
School/curriculum.  
 
In competitions based only on the evaluation of qualifications the final pass list for the scholarships 
with mandatory thesis topic will be drawn up by adding the score relative to the evaluation of the 
documents presented for the thesis topic to the score of the exams for the curriculum.

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The Rector approves decides on the publication of the final pass lists for the admission of the 
applicants.  
 
These lists will be made known by 17 November 2011 by: 
- publication on the ôalbo ufficiale di Ateneoô; 
- publication on the following website:

The deadline date for the submission of the enrolment form will be made known together with the 
publication of the final pass lists. This is an official notice so applicants will not receive any 
personal communication. 

 
Applicants are admitted according to the final pass list of each School/curriculum/scholarship with 
mandatory thesis topic. If an applicant has won a position in more than one pass list, s/he will have 
to choose one School/curriculum/scholarship with mandatory thesis topic. 

 
The lists relative to the scholarship with mandatory thesis topic will determine the winner of such 
scholarships; they will not determine any position without scholarship. 

 
Courses begin on 2 January 2012. 

 
Those enrolled in the last year of a Scuola di Specializzazione, who will finish the courses before 
the beginning of the doctoral courses, can enroll in the Doctoral School/Curriculum, if they are 
winners of a position, by declaring that they will finish the courses of the Scuola di Specializzazione 
before the beginning of the doctoral courses. 
 
Art. 7 ï EXTRA QUOTA ENROLMENTS 
Non-EU citizens who pass the admission exams can be admitted extra quota without scholarship 
even if they are not winners of a position. 
The winners who will be selected for the higher-level apprenticeship contracts according to what 
specified in art 9 can be admitted extra quota without scholarship. 
 
Art. 8 ï PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION EMPLOYEE 
On permission of their public employer, state employees admitted to doctoral courses with a 
scholarship may go on temporary leave without income for study purposes for the length of the 
courses. If they have won a position without scholarship, or if they renounce the fellowship, they 
can go on temporary leave and maintain their income, social security and retirement benefits at the 
expense of their public employer. If state employees decide to leave their job within two years from 
the completion of the doctoral courses, they must return the total amount of the money received 
(as explained above).  

State emplyees who have already been awarded a doctoral degree or who have been enrolled in 
doctoral courses for at least one year benefiting from temporary leave, have no right to a second 
temporary leave. 

The period of temporary leave will be considered for career promotion, social security and 
retirement benefits (Law n. 476/1984, Law n. 448/2001, Law n. 240/2010).

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ART. 9 ï HIGHER-LEVEL APPRENTICESHIP CONTRACTS 
Region Veneto and Università degli Studi di Padova have signed an agreement to start higher-
level apprenticeship contracts leading to the award of a doctoral degree (art 50 D.Lgs 276/2003). 
The higher-level apprenticeship contracts are meant for candidates selected by the inviolved 
Companies among the winners of the selections for the admission to the Doctoral Schools. 
 
The research projects linked to the higher-level apprenticeship contracts potentially available are 
specified in the chart of each School/curriculum. 
 
Only the winners of the selection for the admission to a doctoral School who are up to 29 years of 
age at the start of the contract can be selected for higher-level apprenticeships. 
The deadline for the recruitment is 2 January 2012. 
 
The higher-level apprenticeship contracts (4 year contract) will be signed by the Company and the 
candidate only after the successful outcome of the selection done by t he Company. 
 
Applicants who want to take advantage of this opportunity must give their consent to the personal 
data treatment and communication in a specific section of the application form for the doctorate 
selection. With particular reference to this consent, applicants who, after having closed the 
application form, want to change the information provided in it must inform the Servizio Formazione 
alla ricerca (bandodoc27@unipd.it). Changements can be done only within the deadline date of the 
announcement. 
 
After the publication of the final pass lists the University will communicate to the invoved 
Companies the data of those eligible applicants who have given their consent. 
 
Companies may contact only those candidates whose curriculum respond to the need of the 
company and select the employee among these. 
 
If the Company finds a suitable employee it commits itself to sign the contact on condition that the 
employee enrolls at the Doctoral school within the stated deadlines. The selected employee will 
have to enroll at the as extra quota (see art. 7). Afterwards the employee will sign the contract with 
the Company and will start the doctoral courses at the same time 
 
High apprentiship contacts will lead to the award of the Doctoral degree by the Università degli 
Studi di Padova. 
 
Art. 10 ï ENROLMENT 
Winners (with or without scholarship) must enrol by the deadline date that will be made known with 
the publication of the final pass lists.  
 
Those who have not enrolled by the deadline will be considered to have renounced their position 
(with or without scholarship), and the places made available will be offered to the other eligible 
applicants, according to the final pass lists.  
 
The signed enrolment form must be submitted together with the following documents directly to 
Servizio Formazione alla Ricerca: 
- first year enrolment application form;  
- copy of a valid identity document;

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- copy of the fee payment as described in art. 13; 
- two passport-size photos. 
 
By completing the application form, the winner declares that s/he is aware that: 
- during the enrolment in doctoral courses s/he is not allowed to enrol in any of the following 
University courses: ñLaureaò, ñLaurea specialistica/magistraleò, University Master, or any other 
doctoral programme; . 
- s/he is not enrolled and will not enrol in a Scuola di Specializzazione. If enrolled, s/he must 
interrupt the Scuola di specializzazione where possible. If enrolled in the last year, s/he must end 
the course before the beginning of doctoral courses. 
- s/he has to ask the competent body of the School for the permission to carry out activities 
external to the doctoral programme or to continue work activities existent at the moment of 
enrolment into the School/Course; 
 
If the winner is also granted a scholarship, s/he declares that: 
-  s/he has not already benefited from a scholarship in the past for another doctoral programme; 
- s/he will not accept any additional scholarships except those offered by national or foreign 
institutions aimed at integrating the doctorate studentôs research abroad; 
- s/he acknowledges that the scholarship is attributed only to those who do not possess, during the 
doctoral programme, an annual income superior to the annual amount of the fellowship; s/he 

commits him/herself to communicate promptly an eventual excess of the limit of income;  
- he/she commits him/herself to paying back the scholarship received during the year if the 
studentôs income exceeds the limit.  
 
Winners with foreign qualifications will have to attach also: 
1. a copy, in Italian or English, of the degree accompanied by the statement of value 
(ódichiarazione di valore in locoô) and a certificate with the list of the examinations and of the marks 
translated and legalized by the Italian embassy or consulate; 
2. a valid stay permit or copy of the request of the stay permit (only for non EU citizens). 
 
Art. 11 ï REPLACEMENTS 
The date of the publication of the list containing the places available for replacement by eligible 
candidates and the deadline for the submission of the relative application form will be made known 
together with the publication of the final pass lists. 

Eligible candidates will not receive any personal communications. 

 

Art. 12 ï SCHOLARSHIPS 

Scholarships are assigned according to the order of the final pass list for each 
School/curriculum/scholarship with mandatory thesis topic. 

 
Scholarships are paid out exclusively to those who will not receive, during the doctoral programme, 
an annual income greater than the annual amount of the scholarship. Exceeding the limit in income 
will result in the loss of the scholarship for that particular year and implies the duty to return the 
monthly payments already received.

In case there are more winners for the same position with scholarship, consideration of economic 
factors will prevail according to art. 7, letter d) of DM n. 224 dated 30.04.1999; in case there are 
more winners for the same position without scholarship consideration of younger age will prevail. 
 
According to D.M. dated 18 June 2008, the scholarship gross amount is 13.638,47 ú per year; the 
scholarship is subject to a separate INPS taxing system according to art. 2, par. 26 law n. 335 
dated 08.08.1995 and successive modifications and integrations. 
 
Doctoral scholarships cannot be combined with other scholarships of any kind except with those 
awarded by national or foreign institutions aimed at helping the graduate students to carry out their 
research abroad.  
 
For periods of study abroad the amount of the scholarship is increased by 50%. 
 
The scholarship starts once attendance begins. 

 
Scholarships are paid by monthly instalments. The first instalment is paid the month following the 
actual beginning of the course. 

 
If one has already benefited from a scholarship for a doctorate program, s/he cannot do so a 
second time. 

 
Benefits (regional scholarships for doctoral students without scholarships, housing, etc.)  offered by 
DPCM dated 9.4.2001 ï Uniformità di trattamento sul diritto agli studi universitari, according to art. 
4 of Law n. 390 dated 2/12/1991 ï will be organized according to what established by Regione

ISEE 
The data needed are: the number of the family members, the ISE (Indicatore della Situazione 
Economica - Economic Status Index), the ISEE (Indicatore della Situazione Economica 
Equivalente - Equivalent Economic Status Index), the ISP (Indicatore di Situazione Patrimoniale 
Wealth Status Index) and the value of the equivalence scale. The data are determined on the base 
of the Dichiarazione Sostitutiva Unica. In order to fill in the Dichiarazione Sostitutiva Unica students 
must apply to a Fiscal Assistance Centre (CAF) or other competent bodies. Once the indicators are 
calculated, the CAF will give the ISEE certification. 
Students should note that the ISEE is modified and the ISEEU must be taken into consideration in 
the following two cases: 
1. brothersô and sistersô income and wealth must be indicated at 50%.

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2. in order to be considered fiscally independent from the family of origin the student must: 
- have been resident for the past two years in a different place form his/her family place. This place 
must not be a property of his/her family members 
- have been earning an income (not as self employed) of at least 6.500,00 ú/year. This income 
must have been fiscally declare in the past two years. 
 
If the two conditions above are not met the student must be considered as member of his/her 
original family. 
 
In order for the Università degli Studi di Padova to properly calculate the index:  
1. in the presence of brothersô and sistersô income and wealth the students will have to log to the 
webpage http://www.unipd.it/dirittoallostudio/ISEE - Calcolo ISEE per fratelli e sorelle, fill in the 
required data, copy them in the Autocertificazione (if you need help, please contact the Servizio 
Diritto allo Studio) 
2. if the student is considered as member of his/her family of origin, s/he has to log to the webpage 
http://www.unipd.it/dirittoallostudio/ - nucleo origine ISEE, fill in the required data and copy them in 
the Autocertificazione (application for the regional fellowship) or they can go to the Servizio Diritto 
allo Studio for the ISEEU calculation; in this last case they will have to bring their ISEE or their 
family ISEE 
Students must specify to the Servizio Diritto allo Studio if they have any income and/or wealth 
abroad in case these have not been considered in the ISEE.

Art. 14 ï DOCTORAL STUDENTS DUTIES 
Doctoral students must carry out the activities pertinent to their approved research studies and, at 
the end of each year, they must present a report regarding the activities performed and the state of 
their research to the Doctoral School competent body. At the end of the 3-year programmes, they 
will also have to present a Doctoral thesis with original contributions. 
On the basis of the evaluation of the work performed by the doctoral student, the competent bodies 
of the  Doctoral School/Course decide on the admission to the following year. The competent 
bodies of the Doctoral School may, with a motivated decision, suggest the studentôs exclusion from 
the Doctoral School to the Rector. 
 
Art. 15 ï DEGREE AWARD 
The degree of ñDottore di ricercaò is awarded once the final exam has been passed. This exam can 
be repeated, but once only. This exam consists of a discussion with the candidate on his/her 
thesis.
